Volunteers Step Up During COVID-19 Health Crisis 

The unquenchable American spirit of volunteerism is alive and well in Talbot County, and it has never been more evident 
than the during the COVID-19 health crisis.  

Quilters across the county are sewing masks for hospital staff and first responders. Food pantry workers have rushed to 
provide nutrition to those who are food insecure. Though houses of worship have been closed for services, members of 
the faith-based community are ministering virtually to the needs of county flocks. 

 “Once again Talbot County has risen to the occasion,” says Talbot County Council President Corey Pack. “I couldn’t be 
more proud our citizens. No matter what we need, Talbot County always responds.”  

County Health Officer Dr. Fredia Wadley encourages county residents to volunteer, but common sense precautions and 
personal responsibility still apply when helping others.  

“It’s extremely important that all of us pull together to see the community through this unprecedented pandemic,” says 
County Health Officer Fredia Wadley. “However, it’s also important that volunteer groups adhere to the rules for social 
distancing and limit meetings to 10 people. You cannot help others if you are sick.” 

Director of Emergency Services Clay Stamp agrees. “The way people here help their neighbors is one of the things that 
makes Talbot County so special,” he says. “But our residents also have a responsibility to prepare themselves and their 
families. Preparedness is the key to resiliency for both communities and families.”
